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From the Pastor-...

My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, ".

Each Sunday in the Creed, we profess, “He
ascended into heaven.” Christ’s Ascension, His return to
His Father with His “Mission Accomplished,” was a cul-
mination of God’s Divine Plan for Christ. Jesus’ Ascen-
sion was the grand finale of all His salvific words and
works, done for us. It was a culmination, but not the con-
clusion.

The Feast of the Ascension celebrates a specific aspect
of the Resurrection, namely Jesus’ Exaltation and the
Heavenly Reign of Christ. The Lord “seated at God’s right
hand,” means that He is in charge. He alone is in control of
the continuing plan of salvation through the Spirit, unre-
stricted by time, space or culture.

So what does the Ascension mean for us today? If we
are to be like Christ, it means that we must touch each
other’s lives by being present to others, speaking words
that nurture their growth, doing things that build up the life
of the church, even by silence, and by accepting our own
departure from this earth and preparing others for our own
good-byes.

We often have this kind of experience, simply in less
dramatic ways. Parents, as an example, experience this,
often excruciatingly, when a child grows up, and goes
away to start life on his or her own.

In all the accounts of the Ascension, Jesus commis-
sions the apostles to carry on His work, and by extension,
He commissions the Church, that is, He commissions us. If
we look at the texts from today's gospel and the first read-
ing from the Acts of the Apostles, we can read two differ-
ent commissions and one promise that we, as Church, have
received from Jesus at the Ascension:
¢ We are to evangelize.

This means that we are to preach the Gospel, not just

by what we say but also by who we are and what we

do.
¢ We are to heal.

It is not just the body that Jesus asks us to heal. He

also commands us to pay attention to the rational and

emotional processes that are constitutive elements of
the human person.
¢ We are to receive the Holy Spirit.

Jesus has not left us orphans, but He has promised to

be with us in His Spirit, Who will empower us to be

witnesses for Jesus.
I wish you and your loved ones a happy and blessed week
ahead.
