Twenty-First Sunday in Ordinary Time, Year C 3

From the Pastor-... '
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

On August 31, 1998, the first anniversary of ‘ .
the death of Princess Diana, many papers came out with

the headline “Where is the Soul of Princess Diana.” They
were reporting the story that some women in England had
withdrawn their children from an Evangelical Sunday
school because the Sunday school teachers were teaching
the kids that the soul of Princess Diana was in hell,
whereas the women had already told their children that the
soul of the Princess was in heaven. As a result, the ques-
tion, “Where is the soul of Princess Diana?” became an
issue. A popular radio station in Toronto went as far as to
interview the Archdeacon of the Anglican Diocese to find
out exactly the whereabouts of Princess Diana's soul.

How would Jesus have answered such a question?
Suppose Jesus was on earth today and a reporter went to
Him and asked Him, “Where is Princess Diana's soul?”
What would be His answer? I think Jesus would look the
reporter in the eye and tell him or her, “Try and save your
own soul now while you still have the chance.”

This is exactly what is happening in today's gospel.
Jesus is going through the towns and villages teaching and
making His way to Jerusalem. Someone interrupts Him
and asks, “Lord, will only a few be saved?”(Luke 13:33).
What does Jesus answer? “My friend, strive to enter
through the narrow door; for many, I tell you, will try to
enter and will not be able.” (verse 24). We see that Jesus is
not really answering the man's question: “Will only a few
be saved?” In fact, He is answering a more important
question, “How can I be saved?”

Go through the gospels and you will find that Jesus has
no time for questions of curiosity. In fact, whenever some-
one asks a question of mere curiosity He does not answer
it but uses the occasion to answer the relevant question
that the person should be asking. “Lord, will only a few be
saved?” is a typical question of curiosity. If you know the
answer, how will it affect your salvation one way or the
other? So Jesus switches the question around to one that is
relevant for salvation and responds to the inquirer, “Strive
to enter through the narrow door...”

Just before His Ascension His disciples asked him,
“Lord, is this the time when You will restore the Kingdom
to Israel?” How did he reply? “It is not for you to know
the times or periods that the Father has set by His own au-
thority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit
has come upon you; and you will be my witnesses in Jeru-
salem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the
earth” (Acts 1:6-8).

So it is a waste of breath to ask, “Where is the soul of
Princess Diana?” It is a good example of a question of cu-
riosity. Rather, we should be asking questions of personal
importance like, “What do I need to do to be saved? How
can I serve God better in my present situation in life? How
can I make use of the opportunities God gives me here and
now for my eternal salvation?”” Let us take a moment and
ask ourselves some of these relevant questions today.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

El 31 de agosto de 1998, primer aniversario de la muerte
de la princesa Diana, aparecieron muchos periodicos con el
titulo “Dénde esta el alma de la princesa Diana”. Informaban
la historia de que algunas mujeres en Inglaterra habian reti-
rado a sus hijos de una escuela evangélica dominical porque
los maestros de la escuela dominical les ensefiaban a los ni-
fios que el alma de la princesa Diana estaba en el infierno,
mientras que las mujeres ya les habian dicho a sus hijos que
el alma de La princesa estaba en el cielo. Como resultado,
esta pregunta, “;Donde esta el alma de la princesa Diana?”

Una popular estacion de radio
en Toronto fue tan lejos como para entrevistar al Arquidia-
cono de la Didcesis Evangélica para averiguar exactamente
el paradero del alma de la princesa Diana.

Esto es exactamente lo que esta sucediendo en el evange-
lio de hoy. Jesus esta pasando por las ciudades y pueblos
ensefiando y haciendo su camino a Jerusalén. Alguien lo
interrumpe y le pregunta: “Sefior, ¢solo unos pocos seran
salvados?” (Lucas 13:33). ;Qué responde Jesus? “Mi amigo,
esfuérzate por entrar por la puerta angosta; porque muchos,
te digo, intentaran ingresar y no podran”. (versiculo 24). Ve-
mos que Jesus realmente no responde la pregunta del hom-
bre: “;Seran salvados solo unos pocos?”

Entonces Jesus cambia la pregunta a una
que sea relevante para la salvacion y responde al investiga-
dor: “Esfuérzate por entrar por la puerta angosta ...”

Justo antes de su ascension, sus discipulos le pregunta-
ron: “Sefior, ;es este el momento en que restauraras el reino
a Israel?” ;Como respondiod €1? “No es para ustedes saber los
tiempos o periodos que el Padre ha establecido por su propia
autoridad. Pero recibiran poder cuando el Espiritu Santo
venga sobre de ustedes; y seran mis testigos en Jerusalén, en
toda Judea y Samaria. y hasta los confines de la tie-
