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From the Pastor-... '
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Possessions are necessary in our lives...but ‘ .
our possessions can assume such importance that they
become obsessions. When one is so consumed with the
things that one could have, to the point that one no
longer hears the urgent call of God, then one has indeed
gotten their priorities all mixed up. Such is the man in
today’s gospel, who asks Jesus to come and make his
brother give him his share of the family inheritance. Je-
sus is not against him having more wealth, nor is he
against justice being done between the man and his
brother. Jesus is rather disappointed, that after listening
to all His preaching, the first concern of this man still
remains his share of the inheritance.

Jesus, fearing there could be more people in the
crowd like this man, turns to them and says, “Take
care! Be on your guard against all kinds of greed; for
one's life does not consist in the abundance of posses-
sions” (Luke 12:15). Greed? What greed? The man was
only asking for justice to be done between him and his
brother. Shouldn’t a man of God be concerned about
fairness? O, yes. Jesus warns us that greed comes in dif-
ferent guises, even in the guise of justice. That is why
Jesus warns us and emphasizes it: “Take care! Be on
your guard against all kinds of greed” Greed can be
upfront or subtle, conscious or unconscious. We must be
on our guard against greed in all its forms.

A man's life does not depend on his wealth. Jesus is
not referring merely to biological life. The life of a per-
son is made of everything which gives him joy and hap-
piness, drive and creativity. If a person is rich in any-
thing, such as: richness in talent, intelligence, know-
how, good looks, popularity, character, love — but enjoys
his riches without reference to God, that person is no
less in danger than the man in the parable. That is why
prosperity and success may sometimes be harmful to us,
whereas failure and trials may well be blessings. The
fundamental point is that we belong to the Lord. It mat-
ters little whether we belong to Him in success or in fail-
ure, in life or in death. In short, we violate the priority
Jesus speaks of when we acquire passing treasures in
this life at the expense of losing eternal treasures in the
life to come.

Today’s parable invites us to ask ourselves: “If we
were to appear before God tonight to give an account of
our life, would God have to say to us at this moment
what He said to the farmer, "You fool, this night your
life will be demanded of you; and the things you have
prepared, to whom will they belong?”

I wish you and your loved ones a blessed week ahead.
