My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, We extend a Speﬂgl Welcome to all o

Today, the Church invites us to reflect on
the well-known parable of the Prodigal Son, found in the
gospel of Luke, Chapter 15. There are three main charac-
ters in this Parable: the father, the younger son, and the
elder son.

The younger son is a volatile, impatient, easily bored,
ready-to-try-everything teenager. This, the prodigal son,
represents every sinner. Sin promises a life of happiness,
satisfaction and excitement but in the end all it delivers is
misery, wretchedness, dissatisfaction, depression, and a
loss of the sense of personal dignity that belongs to God’s
children. The good news is that no matter how deeply the
sinner sinks into sin, there is always a silent inner voice,
which invites him to come back to the Father’s house,
where true freedom and satisfaction is to be found.

Then there is the father, who is so loving that he lets his
son have whatever he wants. And finally, there is the
elder son, who is introduced towards the end of the story.
If you were to describe the elder son in one word you
might call him a gentleman.

In the elder son, we see the virtues, as well as the vices
of morality. On the virtuous side, we see that he is an
obedient, dutiful and faithful son. In the vices category,
we see in him arrogance, a 'holier-than-thou' attitude, in-
tolerance toward those who do not meet up to his stan-
dards, insensitivity and a spirit of un-forgiveness. He ex-
hibits these vices in the way he refuses to welcome his
lost and found brother, his father’s explanation and invi-
tation, notwithstanding. He must have his pound of flesh.
For him it is a matter of justice, but for God that is noth-
ing but self-centeredness and unwillingness to forgive.
The parable of the Prodigal Son reminds us today that for
God, love and compassion take precedence over blind
justice.

We sometimes confuse Puritanism for Christianity. To
be puritanical is to be scrupulously demanding in reli-
gious conduct and morals. For such a person, the number
one virtue is discipline. To be a Christian, on the other
hand, is to profess and live according to the example and
teaching of Christ. Here the primary virtues are love and
compassion. As Christians, we believe in a God of love
and compassion. Jesus was a man of love of compassion
both in His teachings and in His dealings with others. The
challenge for us Christians today is to be people of love
and compassion, to be like the father in the parable and
not like the uncompromising elder son in a world full of
prodigal sons and daughters.

I wish you all a blessed week ahead.

En el lado virtuoso, vemos que es un hijo obe-
diente, obediente y fiel. En la categoria de vicios, vemos
en él arrogancia, una actitud de “soy mas santo que tu”,
intolerancia hacia aquellos que no cumplen con sus estan-
dares, insensibilidad y un espiritu de no perdon. Exhibe
estos vicios en la forma en que se niega a dar la bienveni-
da a su hermano perdido y encontrado, a pesar de la expli-
cacion y la invitacion de su padre. Debe tener su parte que
le corresponde. Para ¢l es una cuestion de justicia, pero
para Dios eso no es mas que egocentrismo y falta de vo-
luntad para perdonar.

La parabola del Hijo Prédigo nos recuerda hoy que para
Dios, el amor y la compasion tienen prioridad sobre la jus-
ticia ciega.

A veces confundimos el puritanismo con el cristianismo.
Ser puritano es ser escrupulosamente exigente en conducta
religiosa y moral. Para tal persona, la virtud nimero uno
es la disciplina. Ser cristiano, por otro lado, es profesar y
vivir de acuerdo con el ejemplo y la ensefianza de Cristo.
Aqui las principales virtudes son el amor y la compasion.
Como cristianos, creemos en un Dios de amor y compa-
sion. Jesus fue un hombre de amor compasivo tanto en sus
ensefianzas como en sus tratos con los demas. El desafio
para nosotros los cristianos de hoy es ser personas de amor
y compasion, ser como el padre en la parabola y no como
el hijo mayor intransigente en un mundo lleno de hijos e
hijas prodigos.
