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From the Pastor-...

My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

What would be your reaction to today’s
Gospel reading that says Jesus came preach-
ing, “Repent, for the Kingdom of Heaven is at
hand?” How do you think you would have reacted if you
were among the first to hear Jesus’ words? Would you say,
“Oh, another sermon on the Kingdom of God?”
When John the Baptist came and preached, “Repent for the
Kingdom of Heaven is near,” he spoke of the One who
would come after him; One who would come in judgment.
We read in Matthew 3:12, “His winnowing fork is in his
hand, and he will clear his threshing floor, gathering his
wheat into the barn and burning up the chaff with un-
quenchable fire.” John pictured the Messiah coming with
both salvation and judgment at the same time.
Yet, Jesus came preaching the same message as John,
“Repent for the kingdom of heaven is near.” Now this con-
fused John the Baptist. Like the Old Testament prophets
before him, John expected that the Messiah would come
with salvation and judgment at the same time. In Matthew
11, we read that John the Baptist was so confused by Jesus
not bringing in judgment, that he sent some of his disciples
to Jesus to ask Him, “Are You the One Who was to come,
or should we expect someone else?” [Matthew 11:2].
Jesus, in effect, replies by saying that the Kingdom is
breaking into the reality of people’s lives and that it is a
time of grace. This is a period of grace where all are called
to repent and enter into the Kingdom of God. The Day of
Judgment, that the Messiah brings, is still coming. But by
God’s grace, they did not come at the same time. In the
gospel of John, we read immediately after John 3:16, “For
God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the
world, but to save the world through Him.” [John
3:17].
Jesus taught that His Kingdom is a Kingdom of grace. It is
a Kingdom of healing and peace. Yes, He also taught that
there would be a final judgment but now was the time of
grace, a time in which to repent. Now is the time to repent.
Jesus calls us to repent. If repentance is the door into the
Kingdom of Heaven, then we best know what it
means. Repentance is a lot more than just saying you are
sorry and then going on with life without making any
changes.
So when Jesus calls us to repent because the Kingdom of
Heaven is near, He is calling for more than just a feeling
of being sorry. He is calling us to choose:

e To choose to stop living a life for self and to choose to
start living for God.

e To choose to accept Jesus as the One Who forgives
your sins and to choose Him as the One to Whom you sur-
render control of your life.

Are there areas in your life where you have left God out of
the picture? Places in your life where you have not surren-
dered to the Lordship of Jesus. Repent, for the Kingdom of
God is near. Now is the time of grace. Now is the day to
accept Jesus as the Lord and Savior of your whole life.

Jesus ensefio que su reino es un reino de gracia. Es un
reino de curacion y paz. Si, también ensefid que habria un
juicio final, pero que ahora era el tiempo de la gracia, un
tiempo para arrepentirse. Ahora es el momento de arrepen-
tirse. Jesus nos llama a arrepentirnos. Si el arrepentimiento
es la puerta al Reino de los Cielos, entonces mejor sabe-
mos lo que significa. El arrepentimiento es mucho mas
que solo decir “lo siento” y luego seguir por la vida sin
hacer ninguin cambio.

Entonces, cuando Jesus nos llama a arrepentirnos por-
que el Reino de los Cielos esta cerca, esta pidiendo algo
mas que un sentimiento de culpa. Nos llama a elegir:

* Elegir dejar de vivir una vida para si mismo y elegir co-
menzar a vivir para Dios.

* Elegir aceptar a Jestis como Aquel que perdona tus peca-
dos y elegirlo como Aquel a quien entregas el control de
tu vida.

(Hay areas en tu vida donde has dejado a Dios fuera ?
Lugares en tu vida donde no te has rendido al Sefiorio de
Jesus. Arrepiéntete, porque el Reino de Dios esta cerca.
Ahora es el tiempo de la gracia. Ahora es el dia de aceptar
a Jesus como Seior y Salvador de toda su vida.
