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From the Pastor...
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Philip Yancey in his book, What’s So
Amazing About Grace tells about a novel by a ‘ .
Nobel prize-winning author that illustrates
how anger nursed in the heart destroys a marriage.

In the novel, Love in the Time of Cholera, Gabriel
Garcia Marquez portrays a marriage that disintegrates over
a bar of soap. “It was the wife's job to keep the house in
order, including provision of towels, toilet paper, and soap
in the bathroom. One day she forgot to replace the soap, an
oversight that her husband mentioned in an exaggerated
way (‘I've been bathing for almost a week without any
soap’), and that she vigorously denied. Although it turned
out that she had indeed forgotten, her pride was at stake
and she would not back down. For the next seven months
they slept in separate rooms and ate in silence.”

“Even when they were old and placid,” writes
Marquez, “they were very careful about bringing it up, for
the barely healed wounds could begin to bleed again as if
they had been inflicted only yesterday.”

How can a bar of soap ruin a marriage? Because neither
partner would say, ‘Stop. This cannot go on. I'm sorry.
Forgive me.’ (Taken from the reflections of Fr. Tony Ka-
davil)

Today’s Gospel, relates Jesus’ teaching on the
indissolubility of marriage. When Jesus’ integrity was
questioned and was accused of abolishing the Law of Mo-
ses, Jesus reiterates that He did not come to abolish the
Law but to fulfill it. Then He goes on to explain the Ten
Commandments.

What Jesus adds in each case is “intention”. It is not
really enough not to murder, for example, as there are
many ways to “murder” someone. It can be hate in one’s
mind for another, it can be destroying the reputation of
another, it can be taking revenge - even if it is just some-
thing you think about. If you harbor these feelings, you
must reconcile yourself with the other person. Jesus re-
peats the same process with the seventh commandment:
“Do not commit adultery”, by also looking at intent. When
we look at someone with lust, we are on our way to adul-
tery. We can’t all meet that ideal... but we must strive for
it.

So, how can we put into practice what we hear today?
First, we know that we all want to be happy. We know that
happiness can’t be bought, but it can be earned by feeling
good about yourself and your relationship to others. Fol-
lowing the teachings of God and Jesus can bring happi-
ness.

Secondly, never stop trying to be perfect. Don’t be dis-
couraged - keep reaching for that bar. And if we fail to
achieve it, which we will often do, we know that we can
have God’s forgiveness, we can be sorry and we can try
again. And this forgiveness is some of the best news we
can have, and it is the Good News God offers us today.

Un dia se olvido
reemplazar el jabon, un descuido que su esposo menciond
de manera exagerada (‘he estado bafidndome durante casi
una semana sin jabon’), y eso ella lo nego6 firmemente.
Aunque resultd que realmente lo habia olvidado, su orgu-
llo estaba en juego y no retrocederia. Durante los siguien-
tes siete meses durmieron en habitaciones separadas y co-
mian en silencio”.

“Incluso cuando eran viejos y placidos”, escribe Mar-
quez, “fueron muy cuidadosos al mencionarlo, ya que las
heridas apenas curadas podrian comenzar a sangrar nueva-
mente como si hubieran sido hechas ayer”.

( Cémo puede una barra de jabon arruinar un matrimo-
nio? Porque ninguno de los dos diria: ‘Espera. Esto no
puede continuar. Lo siento. Perdoname’. (Tomado de las
reflexiones del Padre Tony Kadavil)

El Evangelio de hoy relata las ensefianzas de Jesus so-
bre la indisolubilidad del matrimonio. Cuando se cuestio-
no la integridad de Jesus y se le acusé de abolir la Ley de
Moisés, JesUs reitera que no vino a abolir la Ley sino a
cumplirla. Luego continiia explicando los Diez Manda-
mientos.

Lo que Jesus agrega en cada caso es “ la intencion”. No
es realmente suficiente no asesinar, por ejemplo, ya que
hay muchas maneras de “asesinar” a alguien. Se puede
odiar en la mente el uno con el otro, puede estar destru-
yendo la reputacion de otro, puede estar tomando vengan-
za, incluso si es algo en lo que piensas. Si albergas estos
sentimientos, debes reconciliarte con la otra persona. Jestis
repite el mismo proceso con el séptimo mandamiento: “No
cometas adulterio”, la intencion también cuenta. Cuando
miramos a alguien con lujuria, estamos en camino al adul-
terio. No todos podemos cumplir ese ideal... pero debemos
esforzarnos por lograrlo.

Entonces, ;como podemos poner en practica lo que
hemos escuchado hoy? Primero, sabemos que todos quere-
mos ser felices. Sabemos que la felicidad no se puede
comprar, pero se puede obtener sintiéndose bien consigo
mismo y su relacion con los demads. Seguir las ensefianzas
de Dios y Jests puede traer felicidad.

En segundo lugar, nunca dejes de intentar ser perfecto.
No te desanimes, sigue buscando. Y si no lo logramos,
sabemos que podemos tener el perdon de Dios, podemos
arrepentirnos y podemos intentarlo de nuevo. Y esa es la
mejor noticia que podriamos escuchar, y es la Buena
Nueva que Dios nos ofrece hoy.
