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From the Pastor...
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

We often speak of the “Seven Last '
Words” pronounced by Jesus on the cross. .
Where are they in today’s reading of the
Passion? As it happens, they are not all found in the
same place: three of them are revealed in Luke, three
more are in John, and one in Matthew and Mark. This
one is the most troubling of all since it is an expression
of despair: “My God, My God, why have you forsaken
Me?”

Jesus is quoting the 22nd Psalm, (the one that comes
just before “The Lord is my Shepherd”), which goes to
the heart of the question asked by all who suf-
fer...“Why?”

One answer might be simply that such is the human
condition. That is true enough, but not really good
enough. It’s like saying, “Well, it’s just—because!”

Sometimes the question “why” is not actually meant
as a question, but rather a protest.

The Suffering Servant of Isaiah does not protest, but
says, “I have not rebelled... not turned back. I am not
disgraced... not put to shame.” And St. Paul reminds the
Philippians that Jesus “humbled Himself,” accepting
“even death on a cross.”

The question “why?” could be repeated many times
as we read the story of the Passion. Judas “looked for an
opportunity to hand Him over” - why? Peter, James and
John “Could not keep watch” - why? Why did Peter
insist, “I do not know the Man”?  Why did Pilate think
himself “innocent of this Man’s blood”?

And why on earth would the people call a ferocious
curse on themselves - a curse used or, rather, abused
over centuries, to justify the persecution of Jews, in-
cluding the Holocaust.

Psalm 22 ultimately ends on a note of hope and trust,
starting in verse 23 with the words, “I will proclaim
Your name to my brethren; in the midst of the assembly
I will praise You.” Whether Jesus recited the Psalm at
the end we cannot know, but it hardly matters; what is
more important is that He lived it to the end, and we
know why. As St. Peter wrote in his first letter, “Christ
also suffered for you, leaving you an example that you
should follow in His footsteps... so that free from sin,
we might live for righteousness.”

As Christians “living for righteousness”, we might
imagine that our last words will be of comfort and hope,
but very few of us will even know that our last words
are, in fact, our last. As interesting as they may be, they
are - like the words uttered by Jesus on the cross -
actually less important than the life that has come be-
fore. And they are nothing compared to the life that will
come after.

I wish you and your families a Blessed Holy Week.

BIEMVENIDOS

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

A menudo hablamos de las “Siete ultimas ‘ .
palabras” pronunciadas por Jesus en la cruz.

(Donde estan en la lectura de hoy de la Pa-

sion? Resulta que no todos se encuentran en el mismo
lugar: tres de ellos se revelan en Lucas, tres mas en Juan
y uno en Mateo y Marcos. Este es el mas preocupante de
todos, ya que es una expresion de desesperacion: “Dios
mio, Dios mio, ;por qué me has abandonado?”

Jesus esta citando el Salmo 22, (el que viene justo an-
tes de “El Sefior es mi Pastor”), que va al corazon de la
pregunta que hacen todos los que sufren ... “;Por qué?”

Una respuesta podria ser simplemente que tal es la
condicion humana. Eso es bastante cierto, pero no lo sufi-
cientemente bueno. Es como decir: “Bueno, es solo por-
que..”

A veces, la pregunta “por qué” en realidad no se en-
tiende como una pregunta, sino mas bien como una pro-
testa.

El Siervo Sufriente de Isaias no protesta, pero dice:
“No me he rebelado ... no me he vuelto. No estoy en des-
gracia ... no me avergiienzo”. Y San Pablo les recuerda a
los filipenses que Jesus "se humill6 a si mismo", aceptan-
do “incluso la muerte en la cruz”.

La pregunta “por qué” podria repetirse muchas veces
mientras leemos la historia de la Pasion. Judas “busco
una oportunidad para entregarlo”, ;por qué? Peter, James
y John “No pudieron vigilar”, ;por qué? ;Por qué insistid
Peter: “No conozco al hombre”? ;Por qué Pilato se creia
“inocente de la sangre de este hombre™?

LY por qué demonios la gente se llamaria una maldi-
cioén feroz sobre si misma? Una maldicion utilizada o,
mas bien, abusada durante siglos, para justificar la perse-
cucion de los judios, incluido el Holocausto.

El Salmo 22 finalmente termina con una nota de espe-
ranza y confianza, comenzando en el versiculo 23 con las
palabras: “Proclamaré Tu nombre a mis hermanos; en
medio de la asamblea te alabaré¢ . Si Jesus recito el Sal-
mo al final, no podemos saberlo, pero apenas importa; lo
que es mas importante es que lo vivio hasta el final, y
sabemos por qué. Como San Pedro escribio en su primera
carta, "Cristo también sufrio por ti, dejandote un ejemplo
que debes seguir en sus pasos ... para que libres del peca-
do, podamos vivir para la justicia".

Como cristianos "viviendo para la justicia", podemos
imaginar que nuestras ultimas palabras seran de consuelo
y esperanza, pero muy pocos de nosotros sabremos que
nuestras Ultimas palabras son, de hecho, las tltimas. Por
interesantes que sean, son, como las palabras pronuncia-
das por Jesus en la cruz, en realidad menos importantes
que la vida anterior. Y no son nada en comparacion con
la vida que vendra después.

Santa.
