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From the Pastor...
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In Hebrew, the word for spirit is ruah - in '
Greek, pneuma - in Latin, spiritus... all of .
which suggest breathing. The idea is that
when a person is breathing, he is alive. It is from this
notion that the idea of an animating, life-giving, intelli-
gent and active force comes. The word (in Hebrew,
Greek, and Latin), thus means “breath”, “life” and
“spirit.”

The Jewish tradition taught that when the Messiah
came, God’s very own Life (Breath, Spirit) would be
poured out upon all the faithful believers.

As Jesus gets ready to leave His disciples, He promises
to send them the Paraclete, Who is often depicted as a
dove. The Paraclete that Jesus sent to his disciples, on the
other hand, means for them everything that Jesus, Him-
self meant for them while He was with them. Jesus was a
Paraclete to the disciples, and He promised them
‘another’ Paraclete: “I will ask the Father, and He will
give you another Paraclete” (John14:16).

What is a Paraclete? Many words have been used to
translate this word into English. They include: Advocate,
Comforter, Counselor, and Helper. The Greek
‘Paracletos’, literally means someone who is called to
stand beside a client. In legal terms, that would be your
attorney. But a Paraclete is much more than an attorney.
Probably the English word that we could use today, that
most nearly captures the meaning of Paraclete, is the
word “coach.”

The Paraclete is our coach; always by our side, to in-
struct and correct us when we make mistakes, to encour-
age and motivate us when we feel down, to challenge and
inspire us to be the best we can, to defend us and fight for
our rights when the ‘judges’ are unfair to us. In short, the
Paraclete means for us, all that Jesus meant for the disci-
ples.

The purpose of the indwelling Holy Spirit is to help us
grow towards maturity and wholeness. We all have faults
that prevent our growth: blocks of sin and imperfection;
blocks due to childhood conflicts, blocks due to deeply
ingrained personality traits and habits; blocks caused by
addictions and blocks resulting from our bad choices.

We all have these blocks within us and they keep us
from becoming what God wants us to be. They prevent
us from growing into maturity and wholeness. God, the
Holy Spirit, helps us to see the truth about ourselves, to
discern the blocks that inhibit our growth and allow Him
to transform us. Like the Good Counselor He is, the Spirit
enables us to become stronger. The Holy Spirit comes to
our aid and gives us the strength to make difficult and
painful decisions. God’s Spirit actually lives in us, and
we hear the Voice of the Spirit, counseling and guiding us
in the way of truth.

I wish you all a blessed week ahead.

A message irom Most Reverend Bishop Gregory Parkes
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

After prayerful and careful consideration of the guidelines and recommendations put forth by local government and
health officials, I am pleased to announce that we will slowly begin the process of returning to public worship in the
Diocese of St. Petersburg. Effective Monday, May 11, 2020, gatherings for public celebrations of daily Masses
(Monday through Saturday mornings) will again be permitted. My prayer is that whether you join us in person for Mass
or stay at home for health reasons, we will all be joyfully united and present to the Lord in prayer, worship and service.
As you know, entering public spaces carries a greater risk during this pandemic. That is why those who are ill, elderly
or have underlying health conditions are urged to stay home. However, if you are able to attend daily Mass, you will
notice many precautions in place to reduce the risk of spreading COVID-19 in our churches. For example, we will insist
on social distancing for those who are not from the same household, only allow 25% capacity inside our churches or
social halls, encourage the use of face masks, refrain from passing around collection baskets, prohibit physical contact,
such as exchanging the sign of peace and holding hands during the Our Father, and eliminate the use of hymnals. I have
prepared guidelines and resources to help each of you know what to expect when you return to church. If everyone does
their part, we can be joyfully present, even as we adjust to these changes. For this moment in history, this is what we
are called to do, as we honor each life given to us by God and show charity for the well-being of our neighbors. Please
keep in mind that some parishes in our diocese might not be ready to resume daily Masses on May 11 because of their
unique circumstances. Let us seek to be understanding of the challenges that these communities might face. Patience
and prayers are needed as we navigate this transition back to public worship. These are certainly extraordinary times
and it is with extraordinary grace and love that we will move forward together, united in Christ. Regarding Sunday
Mass, the dispensation from the obligation to attend Sunday Mass is still in effect and will be until further notice. I have
not yet determined a date for resuming Sunday Masses with a congregation present, but I am hoping that by Pentecost,
our community can once again unite for public worship. Until then, I invite you to continue to pray and view the Sun-
day Mass online or on TV if you are able. May the love and mercy of Jesus Christ and the blessings of almighty God be
with you today and always.

Si todos ponemos de nuestra parte nuestra celebracion sera jubilosa, aun ajustandonos a
estos cambios. En este momento histérico tenemos que hacer todo lo necesario para respetar la vida que Dios le ha dado
a cada persona y actuar con caridad por el bienestar del projimo. Por favor, tengan presente que habran algunas parro-
quias de nuestra didcesis que quizas no estén aun preparadas para reanudar la celebracion de las Misas diarias el 11 de
mayo debido a sus circunstancias particulares. Seamos comprensivos acerca de los retos que podrian enfrentar estas co-
munidades. La paciencia y la oracion son necesarias para poder navegar por esta transicion y volver a celebrar publica-
mente la Misa. Estos son ciertamente tiempos extraordinarios, y es con una gracia y amor extraordinarios que juntos sal-
dremos adelante, unidos en Cristo. Con respecto a la Misa dominical, la dispensa de la obligacion de ir a Misa aun esta y
continuara vigente hasta nuevo aviso.

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo!

En hebreo, la palabra espiritu es ruah - en
griego, pneuma - en latin, spiritus ... todo lo
cual sugiere respirar. La idea es que cuando
una persona respira, esta viva. De esta nocion surge la idea
de una fuerza animadora, vivificante, inteligente y activa.
La palabra (en hebreo, griego y latin) significa "aliento",
"vida" y "espiritu". La tradicion judia ensefiaba que cuan-
do viniera el Mesias, la propia Vida de Dios (Aliento, Es-
piritu) se derramaria sobre todos los creyentes fieles.

Cuando Jesus se prepara para dejar a sus discipulos,
promete enviarles el Paraclito, que a menudo se representa
como una paloma. El Parachto que Jesus envio a sus disci-
pulos, por otro lado, significa para ellos todo lo que Jesus
mismo significé para ellos mientras estuvo con ellos. Jesﬁs
fue un Pardaclito para los discipulos, y les prometio "
otro": "Le preguntaré al Padre, y El te dara otro Parachto
(Juan 14:16).

(Qué es un Paraclito? Se han usado muchas palabras
para traducir esta palabra al inglés. Incluyen: Defensor,
Consolador, Consejero y Ayudante. El griego "paraclitos",
literalmente significa alguien llamado para estar al lado de
un cliente. En términos legales, ese seria su abogado. Pero
un Paraclete es mucho mas que un abogado. Probablemen-
te la palabra en inglés que podriamos usar hoy, que casi
capta el significado de Paraclito, es la palabra
"entrenador”.

El paraclito es nuestro entrenador; siempre a nuestro
lado, para instruirnos y corregirnos cuando cometemos
errores, para alentarnos y motivarnos cuando nos sentimos
deprimidos, para desafiarnos e inspirarnos a ser lo mejor
que podamos, para defendernos y luchar por nuestros
derechos cuando los "jueces" son injustos con nosotros,
En resumen, el Paraclito significa para nosotros, todo lo
que Jesus significo para los discipulos.

El proposito del Espiritu Santo interior es ayudarnos a
crecer hacia la madurez y la integridad. Todos tenemos
fallas que impiden nuestro crecimiento: bloques de pecado
e imperfeccion; bloqueos debidos a conflictos infantiles,
bloqueos debidos a rasgos y habitos de personalidad pro-
fundamente arraigados; bloqueos causados por adicciones
y bloqueos resultantes de nuestras malas elecciones.
Todos tenemos estos bloqueos dentro de nosotros y nos
impiden convertirnos en lo que Dios quiere que seamos.
