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From the Pastor...
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

Whenever we recite our Creed, we profess: '
“He ascended into heaven”. Christ’s Ascen- .
sion, His return to His Father with His
‘mission accomplished,” was a culmination of God’s Di-
vine Plan for Jesus. His Ascension was the grand finale of
all His words and works, done for us and for our salvation.
It was the culmination... but not the conclusion.

In all of the accounts of the Ascension, Jesus commis-
sions the Apostles to carry on His work, and by extension,
He commissions the Church, that is, He commissions us.
If we look at the texts from today's gospel and the first
reading from the Acts of the Apostles, we can read two
different commissions and one promise that we, as a
church, have received from Jesus at the Ascension.

1. We are to evangelize. This means that we are to

preach the Gospel, not just by what we say but also by

who we are and what we do.

2. We are to heal. It is not just the body that Jesus asks
us to heal. He also commands us to pay attention to the
rational and emotional aspects of the human person.

3. He promised to send us the Paraclete...the Holy Spir-
it.

In today's gospel, Jesus gives His mission to all believ-
ers: “Go out to the whole world and proclaim the gospel
to every creature.” This mission is not given to a select
few... but to all believers.

So what does the Ascension mean for us today? If we are
to be like Christ, it means that we must touch each other’s
lives by being present to each other, speaking words to
others that nurture their growth, doing things that build up
the life of the church, also through silence, and even by
accepting our own departure from this earth and preparing
others for this good-bye.

We, from time to time, have this kind of ‘good-bye’ ex-
perience, simply in less dramatic ways. Parents, for in-
stance, experience this, often most deeply, when children
grow up, and leave home to start life on their own. It fol-
lows that an Ascension has to happen; the old way of rela-
tionship has to die, painful as that ‘death’ is. Yet, it is bet-
ter that our children go and so give way to a new relation-
ship.

Jesus said before His Ascension: “It’s better for you that
I go away. There will be sadness now, but that sadness
will turn to joy”. And so, the parent’s sadness at their chil-
dren’s departure will, one day soon, be transformed when
they see standing before them, a wonderful adult son or
daughter, now in a position to give the greater, much deep-
er gift of his or her adulthood.

The same is true in every facet of life. The Ascension
deepens intimacy by giving us precisely a new presence, a
deeper, richer one, but one which can only come about if
our former way of being present is taken away.

So, Jesus’ going away was in the long run, good for us
and the result of that goodness will be seen next week,
when He comes back to us and be always present to us,
through the Holy Spirit.

I wish you and your family a blessed week ahead.

Today’s Readings

First Reading — Jesus tells the disciples that they will be wit-
nesses to the ends of the earth (Acts 1:1-11).

Psalm — God mounts his throne to shouts of joy: a blare of
trumpets for the Lord (Psalm 47).

Second Reading — May the Father of glory give you a Spirit of
wisdom and revelation (Ephesians 1:17-23).

Gospel — Jesus instructs the Eleven to baptize and teach people
of all nations (Matthew 28:16-20).

First Reading Acts 1:1-11

In the first book, Theophilus, I dealt with all that Jesus did and
taught until the day he was taken up, after giving instructions
through the Holy Spirit to the apostles whom he had chosen. He
presented himself alive to them by many proofs after he had suf-
fered, appearing to them during forty days and speaking about the
kingdom of God. While meeting with them, he enjoined them not
to depart from Jerusalem, but to wait for “the promise of the Fa-
ther about which you have heard me speak; for John baptized
with water, but in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy
Spirit.”

When they had gathered together they asked him, “Lord, are you
at this time going to restore the kingdom to Israel?” He answered
them, “It is not for you to know the times or seasons that the Fa-
ther has established by his own authority. But you will receive
power when the Holy Spirit comes upon you, and you will be my
witnesses in Jerusalem, throughout Judea and Samaria, and to the
ends of the earth.” When he had said this, as they were looking
on, he was lifted up, and a cloud took him from their sight. While
they were looking intently at the sky as he was going, suddenly
two men dressed in white garments stood beside them. They said,
“Men of Galilee, why are you standing there looking at the sky?
This Jesus who has been taken up from you into heaven will re-
turn in the same way as you have seen him going into heaven.”

Second Reading Ephesians 1:17-23

Brothers and sisters: May the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the
Father of glory, give you a Spirit of wisdom and revelation result-
ing in knowledge of him. May the eyes of your hearts be enlight-
ened, that you may know what is the hope that belongs to his call,
what are the riches of glory in his inheritance among the holy
ones, and what is the surpassing greatness of his power for us
who believe, in accord with the exercise of his great might, which
he worked in Christ, raising him from the dead and seating him at
his right hand in the heavens, far above every principality, au-
thority, power, and dominion, and every name that is named not
only in this age but also in the one to come. And he put all things
beneath his feet and gave him as head over all things to the
church, which is his body, the fullness of the one who fills all
things in every way.

Dear little soul, you are in pain. Your anguish feels deep, I know. Often, the most difficult part of suffering anguish is the per-
ception that nobody understands the depth of your pain. One can feel very alone in such pain and when one seeks out consola-
tion from others, one is often terribly disappointed. Please listen to me. I am your sister in Christ. I experienced great an-
guishes while I was on earth so I am rejoicing that God allows me to help you. When you go to another seeking comfort and
you find yourself in worse shape, feeling even more misunderstood and alone, you must come to me. Say, “Margaret, [ need
help. I need help now.”

I, Margaret, will go directly to the throne of God and I will remain there until you receive the comfort and courage you re-
quire. My friend, it is important that you know that you are not suffering alone. Jesus sees your suffering. He feels 1t with you
and His Sacred Heart is moved to the most passionate desire to assist you. You must allow our Jesus to help you. When you
make this emergency prayer to me, Margaret, you are really saying that you are willing to let heaven help you. How heaven
rushes in at this time! You will know that I have heard you because you will feel a change. It may be just a whisper of a
change, just a little shifting. It will be noticeable to you as a feeling of calm in your spirit. When you feel this little feeling of
calm, you will know that you have been heard, that help is on the way and that you are not alone in your suffering. You have
my promise that heaven will surround you until the frightening feelings pass.

I want to say something else. It is common for a person on earth to have thoughts that are not from God. Everyone on earth
struggles with this at some time. We could say, actually, that everyone on earth struggles with this each day in terms of temp-
tations. The battle is not finished until you die in your body and come to God’s Kingdom. Given this, the constant need for
struggle, you must view your thoughts of suicide as temptations. Do not be alarmed by these thoughts in that simply having
these thoughts does not mean there is any reason to act on these thoughts. Do you understand? Do not be afraid. We, the saints
in heaven, all had bad thoughts and temptations during our time on earth and we all at times failed to fight off temptations.
The temptation to commit suicide is one where you must fight hard, with everything you have because of the nature of the
consequence. If you take your life, you will not be able to go back and say, “Jesus, I want to do better and serve You now.”
You take away any second chances for yourself to convert to Jesus and try again. Dear friends, this is wrong for you. It is not
the answer you are seeking.

Jesus needs you to stay in the world until it is the right time for you to come home. This is God’s plan and it is always best to
follow God’s plan. The last day of your life is determined by God. You must not think that the answer to great pain is suicide.
This act of self-harm is always a mistake. Always.

Cada vez que recitamos nuestro Credo, pro- ‘ .
fesamos; “Ascendio al cielo”. La Ascension
de Cristo, su regreso a su Padre con su
“mision cumplida”, fue la culminacion del Plan Divino de
Dios para Jestis. Su ascension fue el gran final de todas sus
palabras y obras, hechas para nosotros y para nuestra sal-
vacion.
