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From the Pastor...
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

This week, we celebrate the solemn Feast I
of Corpus Christi. When we hear the term,

“Corpus Christi” we may think of its mean- ‘ .

ing only in terms of Christ’s Real Presence in the
Blessed Sacrament. Often we think of the Body of
Christ as the Eucharist, as Holy Communion, and as the
Blessed Sacrament. Each of those terms has overlapping
meanings with the others; all of them are a part of the
meaning of Corpus Christi.

Jesus did not want to be forgotten. So, He “left us a
memorial,” as we hear in the opening prayer of today’s
Mass. The memorial Jesus left us is unique because it
doesn’t only point to the past. It’s much more than a
reminder. In it we believe that He is actually present
among us. We believe that He gives Himself to us, tru-
ly, as food and drink. As St. Paul reminds us, “The cup
of blessing that we bless is a participation in the Blood
of Christ, and the bread that we break is a participation
in the Body of Christ.”

The Body of Christ takes us into Jesus’ entire life, a
life given over to God in every way, at every moment.
We should never simply “get” or “receive” Holy Com-
munion. We enter into Holy Communion; we enter into
the totality of Christ’s incarnate life among us. In this
sense, “receiving Holy Communion” is a dynamic reali-
ty: we receive Christ and in so doing, Christ receives us,
and by the power of the Holy Spirit presents us to the
Father.

The purpose of Mass is not to be seen as an action,
wherein the priest simply consecrates hosts; some peo-
ple think their participation in the Eucharistic Prayer is
all about watching the priest and then receiving Holy
Communion. Truly it is much more.

By our Holy Communion, we are incorporated into
the Body of Christ, but our incorporation is not some-
thing that we simply receive. We are taken up rather
into the totality of what Jesus Christ is all about.

The Eucharist is also the summary of our daily living.
In giving us the Eucharist, Jesus said: "Take it; this is
My body." "This is My blood of the covenant, which
will be shed for many." Jesus not only said those words,
He lived them by a life of self-giving, until ultimately
giving His life on the Cross. You and I are to do the
same. Our daily lives must reflect the Eucharist we cele-
brate. Each day, we must give of ourselves; pour out our
lives in service and in love of others. How do we do
this: We can do it in small ways....almost unnoticed,
but so real and sometimes not convenient to do.

In the Eucharist we celebrate, we must live out in dai-
ly life. That is why the Eucharist is essential to Catholic
belief and fundamental to Catholic life.

Cada uno de esos térmi-
nos tiene significados sobre puestos con los otros; Todos
son parte del significado de Corpus Christi.

Jesus no queria ser olvidado. Por eso “nos dejé un me-
morial”, como escuchamos en la oracion de apertura de la
Misa de hoy. El memorial que Jesus nos dejé es tinico por-
que no solo apunta al pasado. Es mucho mas que un recor-
datorio. En el que creemos que El esta realmente presente
entre nosotros. Creemos que El se entrega a nosotros, ver-
daderamente, como comida y bebida. Como nos recuerda
San Pablo, “La copa que bendecimos es una participacion
en la Sangre de Cristo, y el pan que partimos es realmente
el Cuerpo de Cristo”.

El Cuerpo de Cristo nos lleva a la vida entera de Jesus,
una vida entregada a Dios en todos los sentidos, en cada
momento. Nunca debemos simplemente “recibir” Sagrada
Comunion. Entramos en la Sagrada Comunion; entramos
en la totalidad de la vida encarnada de Cristo entre noso-
tros. En este sentido, “recibir la Sagrada Comunion” es
una realidad dinamica: recibimos a Cristo y, al hacerlo,
Cristo nos recibe, y por el poder del Espiritu Santo nos
presenta al Padre.

El proposito de la misa no debe ser visto como una ac-
cion, en donde el sacerdote simplemente consagra a los
ejércitos; Algunas personas piensan que su participacion
en la Oracion Eucaristica se trata de observar al sacerdote
y luego recibir la Sagrada Comunion. En realidad es mu-
cho mas que eso.

Por la Sagrada Comunion, estamos incorporados al
Cuerpo de Cristo, pero no es algo que simplemente recibi-
mos. Estamos mas bien inmersos en la totalidad de lo que
se trata Jesucristo.

La Eucaristia es también el resumen de nuestra vida dia-
ria. Al darnos la Eucaristia, Jesus dijo: “Toma; este es mi
cuerpo”. “Esta es mi sangre del pacto, que sera derramada
por muchos”. Jestis no solo dijo esas palabras, las vivid
con una vida de entrega, hasta que finalmente dio su vida
en la cruz. T y yo debemos hacer lo mismo. Nuestra vida
diaria debe reflejar la Eucaristia que celebramos. Cada dia,
debemos dar de nosotros mismos; derramar nuestra vida al
servicio y en el amor de los demas. ;Cémo lo haremos?
Podemos hacerlo en formas pequefias... casi inadvertidas,
pero tan reales y a veces no convenientes.

La Eucaristia que celebramos, la debemos vivir en nues-
tra vida diaria. Es por eso que la Eucaristia es esencial pa-
ra nuestra creencia catolica y fundamental para la vida en
la fe.
