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From the Pastor...
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

There are over seven billion human beings '
alive on this earth today. In this century, .
more than in any other century in human his-
tory, human life is less and less valued; abortion and eu-
thanasia are more prevalent than in any other time in his-
tory. Human life is disposable on a scale never before
known to mankind.

Against this background, we hear in today’s gos-
pel: “Are not two sparrows sold for next to nothing? Yet
not a single sparrow falls to the ground without your Fa-
ther’s consent. As for you, every hair of your head has
been counted; so do not be afraid of anything. You are
worth more than an entire flock of sparrows”.

In our huge and indifferent world, it is easy to feel small
and insignificant. Like sparrows, helpless and impotent in
the strong winds of life, we speed through our days in
what seems an ever-quickening passage of time. And, like
sparrows, we appear to be so common as to have little or
no value, unable to make a difference or have any impact
on our world.

What, then, of our concern as Roman Catholics for the
sanctity of each and every human life? Many people in
this world intensely dislike us for our Pro-Life stance, par-
ticularly when it comes to abortion and euthanasia. We
are told to keep quiet and to stop “imposing our religious
beliefs and moral values upon others.” We’re lectured
about the mythical ‘Wall of Separation’ between Church
and State. We are called ‘un-American’ because of our
convictions about the sanctity of human life, both in its
beginnings and in its endings.

Jesus tells us the same thing He told His apostles: “Do
not let men intimidate you. Nothing is concealed that will
not be revealed, and nothing hidden that will not become
known. What you hear in darkness, proclaim in the light.
What you hear in private, proclaim from the housetops...’
“Whoever acknowledges me before men, I will
acknowledge before my Father in heaven. Whoever dis-
owns me before men, I will disown before my Father in
heaven”.

Jesus wants to us understand that with God there is no
such thing as a nameless, faceless, individual human life.
God knows each of us in fine detail; in each and every
aspect of our lives. And He cares profoundly about what
happens to each of us. Even though at times we may feel
small, insignificant, and even worthless, that is just not
how God, Our Father, feels about us. No, not at all!

Let us treat everyone around us with respect and dignity.
Let us see in others the Face of God because we are all
created in the image and likeness of God. Let us pray for
an end to discrimination because of color, race or religion.
Are we not infinitely more valuable than the sparrows?

En este contexto, escuchamos en el evangelio de hoy:
“/No se venden dos gorriones por casi nada? Sin embar-
go, ni un solo gorrion cae al suelo sin el consentimiento
de su Padre. En cuanto a ti, cada pelo de tu cabeza ha
sido contado; asi que no tengas miedo de nada. Tu vales
mas que una bandada completa de gorriones”.

En nuestro mundo enorme e indiferente, es facil sentirse
pequefio e insignificante. Como gorriones, impotentes y
fragiles ante los fuertes vientos de la vida, aceleramos
nuestros dias en lo que parece un paso del tiempo cada vez
mas rapido. Y, como los gorriones, parecemos ser tan
comunes que tenemos poco o ningun valor, incapaces de
hacer una diferencia o tener algiin impacto en nuestro
mundo.

(Qué hay, entonces, de nuestra preocupacion como
catélicos romanos por la santidad de cada vida humana? A
muchas personas en este mundo nos disgusta intensamente
nuestra postura pro-vida, particularmente cuando se trata
del aborto y la eutanasia.

Se nos dice que nos mantengamos callados y que deje-
mos de “imponer nuestras creencias religiosas y valores
morales a los demas”. Se nos da una conferencia sobre el
mitico “Muro de separacion” entre la Iglesia y el Estado.
Se nos llama “no Estadounidenses” debido a nuestras
convicciones sobre la santidad de la vida humana, tanto en
sus comienzos como en sus finales.

Jests nos dice lo mismo que le dijo a sus apostoles: “No
dejes que los hombres te intimiden. Nada esta oculto que
no sera revelado, y nada oculto que no se daré a conocer.
Lo que oyes en la oscuridad, proclama en la luz. Lo que
escuchas en privado, proclama desde los techos de las
casas...” “El que me reconozca delante de los hombres, lo
reconoceré delante de mi Padre en el cielo. Quien me
rechace delante de los hombres, lo rechazaré delante de mi
Padre que esta en los cielos”.

Jests quiere que comprendamos que con Dios no existe
una vida humana individual, sin nombre ni rostro. Dios
nos conoce a cada uno con gran detalle; en todos y cada
uno de los aspectos de nuestra vida. Y se preocupa pro-
fundamente por lo que nos pasa a cada uno de nosotros.

Aunque a veces podamos sentirnos pequefios, insignifi-
cantes e incluso sin valor, no es asi como Dios, nuestro
Padre, se siente acerca de nosotros. jNo, en lo absoluto!

Tratemos a todos los que nos rodean con respeto y
dignidad. Veamos en otros el Rostro de Dios porque todos
somos creados a imagen y semejanza de Dios. Oremos por
el fin de la discriminacion por color, raza o religion.

(No somos infinitamente mas valiosos que los gorriones?
