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From the Pastor-...
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

When it comes to facing failures in life, '
the farmer in today’s Gospel parable sounds .
a lot like many of us. We work hard, and
don’t always succeed. Our best efforts sometimes fall
short of our expectations or don’t yield the desired re-
sults. We all have had to deal with failure. It may even be
true that Jesus, Himself, faced the same types of apparent
failures.

In His parable, Jesus speaks about a crop that yielded a
harvest in differing amounts; some yields even bringing
spectacular success. Today’s Gospel parable is not a
dirge — it is a celebration; it is a story of hope, not of des-
pair.

Many times, [ am called upon to console distraught
parents who poured out all of their love and faith into
their children. They taught them their faith...their Catho-
lic faith, sent them to religious education classes, or
Catholic schools, only to have them, as adults, leave our
Church and go elsewhere; many times to a religion that
requires little, if any faith but offers entertaining ‘feel
good’ services.

We must remember that the love and the faith that
we’ve planted in the hearts of others, particularly in those
of our children, will eventually blossom. The hopes and
dreams that we’ve planted, even when they seem to be
buried under so much dirt, will germinate, grow, and
yield a harvest of some kind, even if our efforts do not
now appear to be unqualified successes right now.

Sure, our world is a mess now, but it always has been.
We need to see that there is also an amazing amount of
goodness in it. The greatest miracle of all isn’t found at
Lourdes, or Fatima, or Medjugorje, but it is found in
those around us, in those who are, in spite of terrible
odds, yielding up love, kindness, caring, and sensitivity;
thirty, sixty and a hundred-fold. We have our modern-
day heroes among us who are leading us, as never before,
in efforts to rid our world of oppression, racism, and in-
justice.

Well, then, what do we mean by success? Who do we
regard as having led successful lives? Have the rich and
famous led successful lives?

You and I are Christians, Catholic Christians to be ex-
act. We believe that at the end of our lives we will meet
Christ face-to-face. How will He judge us? What are the
criteria by which we will be judged?

St. Matthew, in the 25th Chapter of his gospel account,
gives us a very big clue, in which Jesus talks about the
last judgment. “Whatsoever you did for one of these least
of your brothers and sisters, you did it for Me’.

It seems to me that if what we did in our lives meets
those standards, we will have gone a long way to having
lived a successful life.

I wish you and your family a blessed week ahead.

Cuando se trata de enfrentar fallas en la vi-
da, el granjero en la parabola del Evangelio de
hoy se parece mucho a muchos de nosotros.

Trabajamos duro y no siempre tenemos ¢éxito. En algiin
momento, nuestros mejores esfuerzos no cumplen con
nuestras expectativas o no producen los resultados desea-
dos. Todos hemos tenido que lidiar con el fracaso. Incluso
puede ser cierto que Jestis mismo enfrent6 los mismos ti-
pos de fallas aparentemente.

En su parabola, Jesus habla de una siembra que produjo
una cosecha en diferentes cantidades; algunos rendimien-
tos incluso traen un éxito espectacular. La parabola del
Evangelio de hoy no es un canto, es una celebracion; Es
una historia de esperanza, no de desesperacion.

Muchas veces, me llaman para consolar a los padres an-
gustiados que derramaron todo su amor y fe en sus hijos.
