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From the Pastor-...
My Dear Brothers and Sister in Christ!

In this week’s reflection, I would like to '
connect the First Reading and the Gospel, as
they complement and flow from each other.

The first reading is about King Solomon. Put yourself in
his place when God speaks to him, “Ask something of Me
and I will give it to you.” Upon what criteria would you
base your request?

This isn’t one of those three-wish jokes. This is a serious
question. It is, first and foremost, about what really matters
in your life.

Solomon’s criteria were simple. He was King, he had to
govern his people, but he was inexperienced. We com-
monly say he asked for wisdom; but his actual words
were, “Give your servant, therefore, an understanding
heart to judge your people and to distinguish right from
wrong.”

His values are clear. Yes, his royal position is important,
but his responsibilities are not merely administrative; and
judging justly is a sacred trust. The highest value, howev-
er, is expressed with the words, “I serve you in the midst
of the people whom you have chosen.” His service is to
God first and the advancement of His Kingdom.

Using the language, we find in today’s parables, we
could say that Solomon asked for that “treasure” or “pearl
of great price.” And he got it!

Now, back to the original question, if you could ask God
for anything and it would be given to you, upon what crite-
ria would you base your request? What shall you ask for?
The best starting point for us is to recognize our unique
place in building up of the Kingdom of God, figure out
which gift would best enable us to accomplish the work
we’ve been assigned, and then ask for it—confidently,
even boldly.

The ‘treasure in the field’ and the ‘pearl of great price’
are there for the finding.

My next question for you today, is how much do you
value this Kingdom that Christ is talking about, how much
do you see yourself as an active part of that Kingdom, and
what price have you had to pay to be part of it.

Can we work together as a parish to establish the King-
dom of God on earth? When we pray “Thy Kingdom
come”, can we be more aware of what part we are to play
in making the Kingdom in process a reality and advancing
it?

The topic of the Kingdom of Heaven will remain on our
minds with the upcoming summer and fall readings of
Matthew. Each week, let us take the time to reflect on the
meaning of each of the parables and how best we can re-
spond to them, in order to do our best to advance our mis-
sion, as we pray, “Thy Kingdom come”.

And this is the Good News we are all challenged with to-
day.

I wish you all a blessed week ahead.

Your wounds will be
gone. [ have the power to heal every one of your wounds. When you try to do this alone, you do not experi-
ence success and you find that bitterness persists. Bitterness characterizes My enemy. Forgiveness characteriz-
es Me. You, a beloved little child of God, seek to find peace in your heart. You will only find peace if you step
into the stream of goodness. This stream is like a river of grace with which I desire to bathe you, removing all
pain and injury. What will remain in your soul is joy. This joy, this heavenly peace, will be obtained by
accepting your flaws and accepting the flaws of others. You see, My friend, if you accept the flaws and sins of
others, you will so often in attitude toward yourself. I love you. I accept you. I need you to accept yourself so
that you will be at peace in My Kingdom and it is through forgiving others that you will find acceptance of
your own humanity.

Solo encontraras paz si entras en la corriente de bondad. Esta corriente es como un rio de gracia con la que
deseo bafarte, eliminando todo dolor y lesion. Lo que permanecera en tu alma es alegria. Esta alegria, es la
paz celestial y sera obtenida solo aceptando tus defectos y aceptando los defectos de los demads. Ya ves, amigo
mio, si aceptas los defectos y pecados de los demas, suavizaras tu actitud. Me encantas y te acepto. Necesito
que te aceptes a ti mismo para que estés en paz en mi Reino y eso solo se logra perdonando y asi lograras la
aceptacion de la humanidad.

En la reflexion de esta semana, me gustaria
conectar la Primera Lectura con el Evangelio,
ya que se complementan y fluyen entre si. La
primera lectura es sobre el rey Salomon. Ponte en su lugar
cuando Dios te diga: “Pideme y te daré”. ;Qué es lo que ti
pedirias?

Este no es uno de esos chistes de tres deseos. Esta es una
pregunta seria. Se trata, ante todo, de lo que realmente im-
porta en tu vida.

Los criterios de Salomon eran simples. Era rey, tenia que
gobernar a su pueblo, pero no tenia experiencia. Comun-
mente decimos que pidié sabiduria; pero sus palabras
reales fueron: “Dale a tu siervo, por lo tanto, un corazén
comprensivo para juzgar a tu pueblo y distinguir lo bueno
de lo malo”.

Sus valores son claros. Si, su posicion real es importan-
te, pero sus responsabilidades no son meramente adminis-
trativas; y juzgar con justicia es una confianza sagrada. Sin
embargo, el valor mas alto se expresa con las palabras:
“Te sirvo en medio de las personas que has elegido”. Su
servicio es a Dios primero y el avance de su reino.

Usando el lenguaje, encontramos en las pardbolas de
hoy, podriamos decir que Salomoén pidio ese “tesoro” o
“perla de gran precio”. ;Y lo consiguid!

(Podemos trabajar juntos como parroquia para estable-
cer el Reino de Dios en la tierra? Cuando oramos “Venga
a nosotros tu Reino”, ;podemos ser mas conscientes de
qué papel debemos jugar para hacer realidad el Reino en
proceso y hacer que llegue, mas rapido?
