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From the Pastor-...
My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

There is an old story about two farmers visit-

ing over a fence in early spring. “Jake,” the

first one said, “What are you going to plant

this year, corn?” “Nope,” Jake replied, “scared of the corn
borer.” “Well, what about potatoes?” his neighbor

asked. “Nope, too much danger of potato bugs,” announced
Jake. The neighbor pressed on, “Well, then, what are you
going to plant?” Jake answered, “Nothing! I'm going to play
it safe.”

Today’s Gospel is not about playing it safe but clearly
about taking risks. Like last week, it is a difficult read be-
cause it seems so unlike Jesus, and even overly harsh. The
poor servant, who was afraid of the Master and didn’t in-
vest the money entrusted to him, but kept it safe, gets
reamed out and punished severely. What’s this all
about? How does this all fit into the overall teachings of
Jesus about the Kingdom of Heaven. Is being careful such a
bad thing? Let’s take a closer look, find the moral of this
story and how it applies to us, today.

In the Gospel, three people are entrusted with a great deal
of their lord’s money, with which to invest or otherwise
create profit. We could say that instead of money, each of
us has been given certain talents ...certain gifts; one is natu-
rally talented in the sciences, another in music, woodwork-
ing, gardening, languages, writing, teaching, and sports, etc.
God creates us individually, uniquely and plants within us
seeds that can be developed and used for our own well-
being....as well as, and very importantly, for the common
good. How much we develop these gifts, these talents and
how much we decide to use them, share them, is the risk
God takes on us, as witnessed by the choices we make with
the gift of the free will He gave us.

This becomes the Catholic’s dilemma, then. What is ex-
pected of us? How much of what we are given is to be de-
veloped, used or wasted? Then, how much is to be used for
ourselves and how much for the good of others...or just
wasted? The way we use these God-given gifts will one day
be measured. Were they wasted or hoarded? Were they
saved or shared?

Having the courage to be openly Catholic, taking that
risk, is something that is personally demanding to each one
of us here. Showing compassion and giving to others, even
those who are anything but loveable, who are self-
concerned, self-centered and grasping, requires an invest-
ment of your own risk capital. The ways of sharing one’s
gifts for the betterment of others is endless. Bear in mind
that, in each and every way we develop and share our tal-
ents, we are building up the Kingdom of God.

Finally, I want to get back to my original statement that
this Gospel is about not being afraid to take a risk. Does
anything good happen without risk?

God may sometimes be disappointed in the risks He takes
on us, and I’'m sure He says, “Oh no, not again!” when we
fail. But it is the disappointment of Someone who loves us
very much. And remember, love casts out fear.

So once again, even though on the surface it may look
like bad news for the third servant, it should serve as a mes-
sage of God’s enduring love and His constant reassurance
for us to take risks, to invest our faith and love... so that
great rewards may be given to us.

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Desde el Escritorio del Parroco
iQueridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

Hay una vieja historia sobre dos agricultores
que se pusieron a platicar en la cerca que los di-
vidia a principios de la primavera. “Jake”, dijo
primero, “;Qué vas a plantar este aflo, maiz?” “No”, respon-
di6, Jake “miedo al gusano barrenador”. “Bueno, ;qué pasa
con las papas?”’ pregunt6 su vecino. “No, hay demasiado peli-
gro de chinches de la papa”, dijo Jake. El vecino prosiguio:
“Bueno, entonces, ;qué vas a plantar?” Jake respondio:
“iNada! Voy a ir a lo seguro”.

El evangelio de hoy no se trata de ir a lo seguro, sino clara-
mente de tomar riesgos. Como la semana pasada, es una lectu-
ra dificil porque parece muy diferente de Jesus, e incluso de-
masiado dura. El pobre criado, que temia al Maestro y no in-
virtio el dinero que se le habia confiado, sino que lo mantuvo a
salvo, es escariado y castigado severamente. ;De qué se trata
todo esto? ;Como encaja todo esto en las ensefianzas genera-
les de Jesus sobre el Reino de los Cielos? ; Tener cuidado es
algo tan malo? Echemos un vistazo mas de cerca, encontremos
la moraleja de esta historia y como se aplica a nosotros hoy.

En el Evangelio, a tres personas se les confia una gran parte
del dinero de su sefior, con el que invertir o generar ganancias.
Podriamos decir que en lugar de dinero, a cada uno de noso-
tros se le han dado ciertos talentos... ciertos dones; uno es na-
turalmente talentoso en ciencias, otro en musica, carpinteria,
jardineria, idiomas, escritura, ensefianza y deportes, etc.

Dios nos creo individualmente, de manera tinica y planto den-
tro de nosotros semillas que pueden ser desarrolladas y utiliza-
das para nuestro propio bienestar... asi como, y muy importan-
te, para el bien comun. Cuanto desarrollamos estos dones, es-
tos talentos y cudnto decidimos usarlos, compartirlos, es el
riesgo que Dios asume sobre nosotros, como lo demuestran las
decisiones que tomamos con el don del libre albedrio que El
nos dio.

Entonces, esto se convierte en el dilema del catolico. ;Qué
se espera de nosotros? ;Cuanto de lo que se nos da se va a
desarrollar, utilizar o desperdiciar? Entonces, ;cuanto pode-
mos usar para nosotros y cuanto para el bien de los demas... o
simplemente desperdiciar? Algun dia se va a medir la forma
en que usamos estos dones dados por Dios. ;Fueron desperdi-
ciados o acumulados? ;Fueron guardados o compartidos?

Tener el valor de ser abiertamente catolicos, correr ese ries-
g0, es algo que personalmente nos exige a cada uno de noso-
tros. Mostrar compasion y dar a los demas, incluso a aquellos
que son cualquier cosa menos adorables, que se preocupan por
si mismos, son egocéntricos y codiciosos, requiere una inver-
sion de su propio capital de riesgo. Las formas de compartir
los dones de uno para el mejoramiento de los demas son infi-
nitas. Tengamos en cuenta que, en todas y cada una de las for-
mas en que desarrollamos y compartimos nuestros talentos,
estamos construyendo el Reino de Dios.

Finalmente, quiero volver al comienzo de que este Evangelio
se trata de no tener miedo de correr riesgos. ¢ Sucedera algo
bueno si no te arriesgas??

Dios a veces puede sentirse decepcionado por los riesgos
que asume por nosotros, y estoy seguro de que dice: “jOh, no,
otra vez no!” cuando fallamos. Pero es la decepcion de Al-
guien que nos ama mucho. Y recuerda, el amor echa fuera el
miedo.

Asi que una vez mas, aunque en la superficie pueda parecer
una mala noticia para el tercer siervo, deberia servir como un
mensaje del amor perdurable de Dios y su constante seguridad
para que tomemos riesgos, para invertir nuestra fe y amor... se
nos pueden dar recompensas.
