My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ!

The definition of what constitutes a family has
certainly changed in the last half century. The
idea of a mother, father and children from the
same marriage was the only image of family back then. Today,
families come in many varieties - single parents raising
children, extended families raising children, a man and woman
with blended children forming families etc... What can a book,
written 2,000 years ago in a very different culture, tell us about
family today? Is it even relevant?

First of all, family in the time of Jesus was not simply
mother, father and children. The extended family was very
much part of that dynamic and often generations lived together
or very close by.

In today’s gospel, we do not get any rules for a good family
dynamic, but what we do get is seeing a good family in action.
The family obeys the religious laws together. The Holy Family
went to the temple together; Mary went to be purified and
Jesus, their first child, was brought to be presented to the
Lord, through the offering of a sacrifice as thanksgiving for
the child. Mary and Joseph were amazed at what happened
when they were at the Temple, when Simeon took the baby
and prophesied to them that He would be great, but that He
would also be responsible for the rise and fall of many in
Israel. He also warned Mary that she would suffer much be-
cause of this, and I think that many mothers identify with those
words. How often mothers suffer because of their children
and these mothers can feel swords piercing their hearts, as
well.

But despite the prophecies, Mary and Joseph simply returned
to their hometown and lived normal Jewish lives. Jesus
remained with them for thirty years, probably in the same
house. And they raised a strong child and a wise child, as we
are told.

That is what today’s parents try to do to the best of their
abilities - to raise healthy, strong children and impart to them
some wisdom, so that they can live their lives fruitfully and
rationally - in other words, by being good people.

So, while culture changes over the centuries, the qualities of
a good parent and a good son and daughter really do not.
Despite the difficulties and changing needs of families and,
indeed, changing types of families, the same goals are there for
everyone.

Let us then pray that we may develop or continue to develop
those virtues, which are associated with family in our lives
today - applicable to both children and parents - patience,
humility, meekness, love and caring.

As 2020 draws to a close, and we look forward to ushering
in a New Year, our thoughts naturally drift towards making the
inevitable resolutions that accompany new beginnings. So, let
us be grateful to God for His many blessings on us, our
families and friends this past year and continue to seek His
blessings in the new one.

I thank God for all of you, my dear friends. May the love of
God continue to lead and guide us, as we work together in
building His Kingdom, here at St. Francis of Assisi.

I wish you and your family a Happy, Healthy and Blessed
New Year.

When the days were completed for their purification
according to the law of Moses, they took him up to Jerusa-
lem to present Him to the Lord, just as it is written in the
law of the Lord, Every male that opens the womb shall be
consecrated to the Lord, and to offer the sacrifice of a pair
of turtledoves or two young pigeons, in accordance with
the dictate in the law of the Lord. Now there was a man in
Jerusalem whose name was Simeon. This man was righteous
and devout, awaiting the consolation of Israel, and the
Holy Spirit was upon him. It had been revealed to him by
the Holy Spirit that he should not see death before he had
seen the Christ of the Lord. He came in the Spirit into the
temple; and when the parents brought in the child Jesus to
perform the custom of the law in regard to him, He took
him into his arms and blessed God, saying: “Now, Master,
you may let your servant go in peace, according to your
word, for my eyes have seen your salvation, which you
prepared in sight of all the peoples, a light for revelation to
the Gentiles, and glory for your people Israel. The child’s
father and mother were amazed at what was said about
him; and Simeon blessed them and said to Mary his moth-
er, “Behold, this child is destined for the fall and rise of
many in Israel, and to be a sign that will be contradicted -
and you yourself a sword will pierce - so the thoughts of
many hearts may be revealed. “There was also a prophet-
ess, Anna, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Asher.
She was advanced in years, having lived seven years with
her husband after her marriage, and then as a widow until
she was eight-four. She never left the temple, but wor-
shiped night and day with fasting and prayer. And coming
forward at the very time, she gave thanks to God and spoke
about the child to all who were awaiting the redemption of
Jerusalem. When they had fulfilled all he prescriptions of
the law of the Lord, they returned to Galilee, to their own
town of Nazareth. The child grew and become strong,
filled with wisdom; and the favor of God was upon him.
